BioCube 29 Media Basket
Instructions and Troubleshooting

BC29MR

Thank you for your purchase of this media rack which is designed to organize and
improve filtration is your tank. Water is forced through the media from the top and
exits the bottom, the rack is plug and play. This rack is unique as it is four sided
allowing water to be pulled through it without escaping prematurely through any side.
One side is removable and slides on a track, which allows you to maintain and
change media. The top is open to access and change filter floss without removing the
rack.

This rack also includes a "stay hold" piece. It is designed to hold the rack in place
since Biocube tanks have lips in the filtration chambers that do not allow anything to
sit flush. The stay hold piece also allows water to flow over the top from chamber
one into the top of the rack which is placed in chamber two.

After unpacking the rack please rinse it in fresh water, to remove anything from the
manufacturing process. Locate the stay hold piece. Remove the side that will allow
you to access the middle and lower shelves. Introduce the media of choice and never
overfill an area by using too large of a bag as water still needs to be pulled through.
Take the rack over to your tank and drop it into chamber two close to where the
water spills in. Use the stay hold piece and place it around one wall of the media rack
and on the opposite side of chamber one. See figure 1.1 for reference. Fill the top
shelve with filter floss to catch any detritus before entering the remaining area of the
media rack. =

Water levels will decrease in chamber two as a result of
the media rack restricting some flow. This is normal.
To compensate, please add fresh salt water to chamber
two to bring the water level up. Water levels are based
on user preference but inTank recommendshaving
water below the top of the filter floss but not lower than
the middle of shelf number two.




Never Force your media basket into the chambers, the bond is very strong but with

enough force anything can break. | can not be responsible for using the rack as a
platform to mount the skimmer.

Troubleshooting:

My pumps are starving: Check to make sure all media is resting on an egg crate
shelve, too much media may impede flow causing a drop in water levels between
chambers. Run only a sponge or floss, both can diminish flow in some systems

Chemi pure (or other) is clogging the flow: Tie the chemi pure (or other) bag to the

middle shelf, this will allow for more flow iIn media basket. Use a smaller amount of
media.
